Czech Republic

After Heydrich: demonstrations for and against the Reich

We ended the last series of From the Archives at one of the darkest moments in Czech 
history, when on June 10 1942 the Nazis destroyed the village of Lidice. This was a cruel and 
arbitrary retribution for the assassination of Reinhard Heydrich, the so-called Reichsprotektor 
of occupied Bohemia and Moravia. Many people had given shelter to the Czechoslovak 
patriots parachuted from London to carry out the assassination, and the Nazis took extreme 
measures to cow the Czech nation into submission.

Jaroslav Krejčí, photo: atelier Šechtl and Voseček They started with 
huge gatherings on Prague’s Old Town Square, at which Czechs were expected to 
demonstrate their loyalty to the Reich. The first of these was on June 2 1942, and one of 
those who spoke was the collaborationist Prime Minister, Jaroslav Krejčí, whose words held a 
thinly concealed threat. 
“Those of you who think it is enough just to express a few words of loyalty to the Reich and  
then go back to your old indifference are mistaken. The government will set up new bodies to  
control thoroughly just how well orders are respected. Anyone who fails to the interests of our  
nation and our obligations to the Reich, will be punished as he deserves.”

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To reinforce the message, the Gestapo began arresting and executing Czechs in huge 
numbers, reading out the long lists every day in their radio broadcasts. The massacre in 
Lidice came a few days later, and over the coming weeks the number of people executed ran 
into thousands. For the rest of the war the Protectorate was effectively under direct Gestapo 
control. 
But these atrocities also served to reinforce the solidarity felt in the free world with the fate of 
the Czechs. A huge demonstration held in London in support of Czechoslovakia to mark the 
fourth anniversary of the German occupation in March 1943 was broadcast by the BBC, to 
remind the Czechs that they were not forgotten. 

 “London calls Prague! Londýn zdraví Prahu! We are now going to  
give a pledge, which will be broadcast from this hall to the Czechoslovak people and to the  
rest of Europe, over the heads of the enemy. This is the pledge [at this point all join in]:  
‘Together we shall fight in a world at war. Let us build together a world of peace.’ Londýn  
zdraví Prahu!” 
That pledge was delivered on March 13 1943 two days before the fourth anniversary of the 
German occupation of Bohemia and Moravia. Next week we shall be hearing from the Czech 
pilots who were fighting at the time in Britain’s Royal Air Force. 
 
The episode featured today was first broadcast on June 5, 2008.

In the 85 years of its existence, Czech Radio - and prior to 1993 Czechoslovak Radio - has 
accumulated a huge wealth of archive material. The sound archives were first established 
when we were still known as Radiojournal in the mid-1920s and they have been building up 
ever since, surviving world war and invasion, and even a Luftwaffe aerial torpedo at the end 
of World War Two. 
Prague has been at the centre of many 20th century dramas: the Munich Crisis of 1938, the 
German invasion of March 1939, the Prague Uprising of 1945, the Communist putsch of 
1948, the Soviet-led invasion of 1968 and the Velvet Revolution of 1989. All these events are 
captured vividly and movingly in the archives, as are the voices of some of the most influential 
figures of the last 80 years. We have Czechoslovakia's first President, Tomas Garrigue 
Masaryk, the great German novelist, Thomas Mann, Albert Einstein, Dwight Eisenhower, 
Louis Armstrong, Josephine Baker, Herbert von Karajan, to name just a few.... There are also 
some fascinating curiosities, such as some of the earliest ever live sports reports, a Dvorak 
opera sung in Esperanto and an experimental 1960s English-language adaptation of Karel 
Capek's "War with the Newts". 
What may come as a surprise is that the archives include so many recordings in English,

some dating back to the early 1930s, before Czechoslovakia had even launched its first 
regular English shortwave broadcasts. 
Czech Radio houses one of the richest radio archives in Europe, but most of the recordings 
are only rarely - if ever - heard. In this series, we bring you some of the most interesting 
recordings from the collection.

Some Tales” has been heard on Radio 4 Extra more than once. Her voice often turned up in 
numerous BBC dramas too.

London 2012: One Year To Go on the BBC

Wednesday 27 July marks One Year To Go until the start of the London 2012 Olympic 
Games, with a host of programmes on BBC television and radio covering a day of 
celebrations across London, including a ceremony in Trafalgar Square organised by the 
Mayor of London.

Sophie Raworth, Jake Humphrey and Mishal Husain present a special programme on BBC 
One (7-7.30pm) live from the One Year To Go Ceremony in Trafalgar Square and from the 
Aquatics Centre in the Olympic Park.

The Trafalgar Square event marks the final countdown to one of the biggest events in the 
world and kicks off a year of outstanding sporting and cultural activity in the UK.

IOC President, Jacques Rogge, will invite athletes from around the world to put together their 
national teams in readiness for next year's Games. Hosted by Mayor of London, Boris 
Johnson, guests include London 2012 Organising Committee Chair, Sebastian Coe, and a 
host of Britain's top Olympic athletes. The new design for the 2012 Games medals will be 
unveiled during the ceremony which will also include live music performances.

Mishal Husain will be live from the Aquatics Centre – one of the most iconic buildings on the 
Olympic site – with World 10m Diving Champion and Olympic hopeful Tom Daley performing 
the official launch dive in to the Olympic Pool.

The special programme will also be broadcast live on BBC Radio 5 Live and globally on BBC 
World News.



BBC Breakfast (BBC One, 6-9.15am) will have reports from the Olympic Park to mark this 
milestone day, with coverage on BBC News Channel throughout the day.

BBC London will be asking "How ready is London?"; looking at transport, ticketing and 
policing issues, as well a special report on East London with local residents' views on the 
Games.

Radio 5 Live Breakfast (6-9am) will be live from the Olympic Park in Stratford talking to the 
athletes, organisers and volunteers who will be at the heart of the action in a year's time. The 
programme will also hear from the International Olympic Committee and the Mayor of 
London, Boris Johnson, ahead of the official One Year To Go ceremony later in the day.

Shelagh Fogarty will present her 5 Live lunchtime programme (12noon-2pm) live from the 
Aquatics Centre in the Olympic Park, where she will be one of the first people to swim in the 
Olympic Pool. 5 Live Drive will pick up the Olympic baton from 4pm with a specially extended 
programme until 7.30pm live from Trafalgar Square for the official One Year To Go Ceremony.

Eleanor Oldroyd presents a special One Year To Go edition of 5 Live Sport: London Calling 
from 7.30pm with special guests and Olympic hopefuls.

On Tuesday 26 July, 10.30pm-1am, 5 Live's Tony Livesey will be live in Much Wenlock, 
Shropshire, hometown of Victorian doctor William Brookes, one of the founding fathers of the 
modern Olympic Games.

BBC World Service and BBC World News television will be marking this milestone with a 
special range of content for audiences around the world.

This will include coverage from the Aquatics Centre, and the One Year To Go Ceremony in 
Trafalgar Square, as well as the launch of new programming: including Sporting Witness, 
looking back at key moments from the history of the Games, and Olympics Update, a weekly 
look at all the Olympics sporting news from around the world.  BBC World News will also 
launch a new monthly weekend strand with news and features tracking the performances of 
competitors and nations in the final 12 months ahead of the games.

BBC Arabic TV and BBC Persian TV as well as BBC Chinese and BBC Africa – which offers 
multilingual content to audiences across the continent – will all be broadcasting live from the 
Aquatics Centre while BBC Brazil, the Spanish-language service, BBC Mundo, BBC Russian 
and BBC Ukrainian will bring their online audiences reports from the event.  The BBC Turkish 
coverage of the event at the Aquatics Centre will be included in its daily TV programme, 
Dunya Gundemi.

This year's annual BBC Radio 4 Reith Lectures will be delivered by two speakers – 
Burmese pro-democracy leader Aung San Suu Kyi and former Director-General of MI5, 
Baroness Manningham-Buller. They will be broadcast on Radio 4 in June and September, 
respectively. 
The 2011 Reith Lectures, entitled Securing Freedom, arise out of an extraordinary period of

global convulsion. Aung San Suu Kyi's lectures from Burma will focus on the struggle for 
democracy inside an authoritarian regime. Back in the UK, on the 10th anniversary of 9/11, 
Eliza Manningham-Buller discusses how, once secured, a country maintains its freedom. 
Gwyneth Williams, Controller, BBC Radio 4 says: "This Reith Lecture series engages with 
some of the currents arising from a period of exceptional international political and economic 
turmoil. I am thrilled to have as our 2011 Reith lecturers Aung San Suu Kyi addressing the 
themes of dissent and liberty and Eliza Manningham-Buller who, on the 10th anniversary, will 
reflect on 9/11 and intelligence and foreign policy since. These are two very different sides of 
a familiar story – the struggle for liberty and its defence." 
Aung San Suu Kyi's two lectures have been recorded in Burma and will be played to public 
audiences later this month. Eliza Manningham-Buller will give three lectures – two from 
London and one from Leeds. 
In her first lecture, Aung San Suu Kyi examines the idea of dissent, in the context of Burma. In 
the second, she explores how freedom can be won and what it really means, with reference 
to events in the Middle East. Of the Reith Lectures she said: "To be speaking to you through 
the BBC has a very special meaning for me. It means that once again I am officially a free 
person. 
"When I was officially 'unfree', that is to say when I was under house arrest, it was the BBC 
that spoke to me – I listened. But that listening also gave me a kind of freedom, the freedom 
of reaching out to other human minds, of course it was not the same as a personal exchange 
but it was a form of human contact. 
"The freedom to make contact with other human beings with whom you may wish to share 
your thoughts and your hopes, your laughter and at times even your anger and indignation, is 
a right that should never be violated. 
"Even though I cannot be with you in person, I am so grateful for this opportunity to exercise 
my right to human contact by sharing with you my thoughts on what freedom means to me 
and others across the world who are still in the sad state of what I would call ‘unfreedom'." 
In the 1990 Burmese election, Aung San Suu Kyi's National League for Democracy won a 
landslide victory, but she then spent nearly 15 of the next 20 years under house arrest. On 13 
November 2010, she was released. Aung San Suu Kyi received the Sakharov Prize for 
Freedom of Thought in 1990 and the Nobel Peace Prize in 1991. 
To mark the 10th anniversary of 9/11, Eliza Manningham-Buller offers a unique perspective on 
the event, its impact on the world and the repercussions from it. She considers the role of 
security intelligence and reflects more broadly on the threats to freedom and the means of 
countering them. 
Eliza Manningham-Buller was Director General of MI5, the British Security Service, from 
October 2002 until her retirement in April 2007. She led the organisation through substantial 
change in the wake of 9/11 and the growing threat from Al-Qaeda. Under her leadership MI5 
doubled in size and altered its approach to the professional development of staff with the 
establishment of a training academy. 
Baroness Manningham-Buller said: "I am honoured to share this year's Reith Lecture series 
with Aung San Suu Kyi whose selfless courage on behalf of Burma's freedom should remind 
us not to take our own freedoms for granted." 
Earlier in her career, Eliza Manningham-Buller headed up the service's investigation into the 



Lockerbie bombing. She served in Washington during the first Gulf war before returning to 
MI5 to establish its intelligence effort against the Provisional IRA in mainland Britain. She 
joined the board and assumed lead responsibility for work on Irish terrorism, surveillance, 
technical collection, finance and IT before becoming Deputy Director General in charge of 
intelligence operations.

Aung San Suu Kyi's lectures were recorded in Burma this week and will be broadcast on 
Radio 4 at 9am on 28 June and 5 July, chaired by Sue Lawley. They will be played to 
audiences at two events and the public can apply for tickets on the website 
bbc.co.uk/showsandtours/tickets/. 
Eliza Manningham-Buller's Reith Lectures will be broadcast at 9am on 6, 13 and 20 
September, chaired by Sue Lawley. 
The Reith Lectures will broadcast on BBC World Service on Tuesday 28 June at 1100-1200 
GMT and 5 July 11-12.00 GMT. 
John Reith, the BBC's first Director-General, maintained that broadcasting should be a public 
service which enriches the intellectual and cultural life of the nation. It is in this spirit that the 
BBC each year invites a leading figure to deliver a series of lectures on radio. The aim is to 
advance public understanding and debate about significant issues of contemporary interest.

VOA Carries Dalai Lama Birthday Celebration Live

VOA Special live broadcast of the Dalai Lama's birthday celebration in Washington.

Washington, D.C. — July 6, 2011 — Tibetans around the world were able to watch live VOA 
coverage of the Dalai Lama’s 76th birthday celebration in Washington Wednesday, as the 
spiritual leader made his first major speech since announcing he was stepping down as head 
of the Tibetan government-in-exile.

Voice of America’s special two hour broadcast from the Verizon Center, which was carried live 
on radio, television and streamed on the Internet, included a 25-minute Tibetan language 
address by the Dalai Lama to the people of his homeland.

The Tibetan spiritual leader said he was proud to be giving up his political role.  He said the 
transition to a newly-elected leader of the government-in-exile would “lead to a more stable 
system for Tibetans” that would last long after he was gone.

Thousands of people took part in Wednesday’s birthday celebration, including Martin Luther 
King II, the son of the late U.S. civil rights leader, and Arun Gandhi, the grandson of Indian 
resistance leader Mahatma Gandhi.  The celebration marked the start of an elaborate 10-day 
Buddhist teaching and ritual ceremony known as a Kalachakra, or the “Wheel of Time”.
